Out of the ordinary decisions:

V  The new three-year municipal tax roll has been filed in finale form; the public notice will go out
during the week of October 9. As of that date, it will be available for consultation by the public
in the municipal offices, during normal business hours.

V  The financial forecast for the municipal affairs for the second semester of 2017 has been filed;
this forecast calls for an operating surplus of $150,000, if expectations are realized.

V  As a last major decision, Council has decided to redo the asphalt of the Vale Perkins wharf — a
contract has been awarded for this at a cost of $62,000; this will be taken from the accumulated
available surplus.

Recurring and run of the mill decisions:

Authorization to pay the second half of the Slreté du Québec annual bill: $267,894; also, Coun-
cil approved Harry George Road for the status of "chemin de tolerance ", as this road has been improved
by its owners at their own cost; Harry George and Tourterelles roads will thus be plowed by the munic-
ipality henceforth. Other administrative matters: see the minutes of the meeting.

Quite a few resolutions were required for matters pertaining to town planning (urbanism) during
this session: three minor derogations and three requests under the PlIAs; three violations of bylaw were
also approved, resulting in fines being imposed.
